Now, after years of trial, the Greater Washington Initiative has completed a study, which details the various components of these important  sectors, quantifies the growth, and additions to the Gross Regional Product, employment, and productivity of Capital Region economy.  Covered will be  the intangible elements of such international economic activity.
To understand and interpret its significance we will feature two speakers:

Julie Upham, representing the Greater Washington Initiative of the Board of Trade of Washington, D.C., will present the findings of their recently released study of the area economy and the contribution toward it on the part of the international community.  This includes the presence and growth of the Multi-Lateral institutions in Washington, such as the World Bank, the IMF, the Inter-American Development Bank, etc., and the Diplomatic community, including the Embassies, Consulate Offices, etc.  In this study however, the economic contribution of foreign companies, their affiliate offices, international trade associations and other international entities will be tracked and examined.
 

Dr. John Patrick Jarboe, Ph.D., President of the Athena Alliance, will explore the many facets of what he describes as the I-Cubed economy (information, innovation and intangibles).  Dr. Jarboe will help us in identifying, understanding and analyzing these new factors which he argues, now drive economic prosperity and wealth creation.  He will also contend that the United States, which has long been the preferred destination for the world's top entrepreneurial, innovative, scientific, artistic and cultural talent, is for the first time in danger of losing this key historical advantage.

The program will allow ample time for many questions and discussion.
